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Are you a good person?

God’s Word will defeat the enemy but it doesn’t work like a lucky
charm. We can’t fight this enemy without God’s help. We need to
make sure there is nothing blocking our relationship to God.

• Have you imagined a god that suits your lifestyle?
• Have you put something else in place of the true God?
• Have you used God’s name as a curse word?
• Have you dishonored the Lord’s day?
• Have you dishonored your parents?
• Have you hated someone? (same as murder)
• Have you committed adultery in your heart? (same as doing it)
• Have you ever stolen anything
• Have you ever told a lie?
• Have you ever been jealous of what someone else has?

If God judged you by these laws, where would you spend eternity?
The penalty is eternal separation from God.

God sent His son, Jesus Christ, to pay our penalty by dying on
the cross 2000 years ago.

All God wants you to do is admit your rebellion against Him. Ask
His forgiveness and He will forgive your sins and give you a new
life.

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You may have seen a bumper sticker which says something like:
“I do what the voices in my head tell me to do." or “You’re just
jealous because the voices talk to me instead of you.”

Although these slogans were meant to be funny there is a reality
behind those voices which we can’t afford to ignore.

Our minds are like a radio which can be tuned to listen to good
radio programs or worthless radio programs. This radio can
sometimes be tuned to a good channel but still receive a signal
from another station at the same time.

When these thoughts begin to attack us, we are tempted to think
that our battle is against people but the real war is against Satan
-our true enemy.

For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities,
against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world,
against spiritual wickedness in high places.

Eph. 6:12

Here are some examples of thoughts which are “bleeding” over
from another frequency so that we can’t hear what we need to
hear:

Thoughts of anger

“Don’t let them treat you this way. They need to be taught a lesson.
Better make them back off or they will use you for a doormat!”

Thoughts of guilt or shame

“How could you have done this? You deserve to be punished for
what you did. You were part of what happened so you are just as
guilty as they are.”

Thoughts of bitterness or unforgiveness

“You should never forgive them. What you did doesn’t matter
compared to what they did.”

Thoughts of fear

“Something is going to happen. There is no escape. God can’t or
 won’t help you. Quick …run!”

Thoughts of unpardonable sin

“God will never forgive what you did. You went too far over the
line.”

Thoughts of regret

“Why did this have to happen? If only this would not have
happened. God must be punishing you.”

Satan Accusation

"God is angry with you and has turned His back on you because
of your sins."

God’s Answer

He has not dealt with us according to our sins, nor punished us
according to our iniquities.
